Town Board Meeting

July 9, 2007

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisor Templeton.  Absent: Supervisor Grove.

Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the June 6, 2007 meeting were read.  Supervisor Templeton moved to approve as written, Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment: Sandy Dulin asked about the status of the roads seal coated last year that need to be redone.  Chairman Derr is working with Fahrner Asphalt on this.
Review and consider a Certified Survey Map to adjust a lot line between parcels located at 3088 and 3098 Happy Valley Road, Sec. 19, by Margie Moore.

Ms. Moore presented a CSM that changes lots one and two so that the boundary of the new lot #1 conforms to the commercial zoning already in place at that location.  She is planning to sell the commercial property.
Templeton moved, Derr seconded, to approve the CSM adjusting the lot line between parcels.  Motion carried.

Review and consider action on claims of damage to vehicles during road wedging on North Bird Street.
The Town received claims of damage to vehicles during the road wedging on Bird Street.  Each complaint noted that the contractor did not do traffic control to keep the vehicles off the street while the oil was fresh.

Templeton moved to refer the complaints to Scott Construction with the Town’s request that they work out an acceptable solution for the vehicle owners.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider contract renewal with Viken Inspection Agency, LLC for building inspection services in the Town of Bristol.

The current contract with Viken Inspections is about to expire.  The renewal uses the same contract but changes from a 2 year term to a 5 year term.  There is still a 30 day termination clause that either party can use to end the contract early if necessary.

Templeton moved to approve the building inspection contract renewal with Viken Inspection Agency LLC.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  
Templeton moved to audit and pay bills.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Future meetings and agendas:

There is no plan commission meeting currently scheduled.  Attorney Hazelbaker has written a letter to the City of Sun Prairie to schedule more meetings on the cooperative plan.
