Town Board Meeting & Liquor License Hearing
Town of Bristol, June 7, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present: Derr, Dulin Grove.  Absent: none.  Town Attorney Hazelbaker was in attendance as well as Dane County Sheriff Deputies Veto and Sondreal.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Comment: 

State Senator Mark Miller introduced himself and made a few comments.

Liquor License Hearing:

The clerk verified that all applicants have paid the required fees.

Public hearing was opened:

Annie Tremaine asked the deputies if there have been more or less complaints against Club Bristol this past year.  The deputies stated that there are no more complaints regarding Club Bristol than for any other area tavern.

Chairman Derr asked Deputy Sondreal to discuss reports of underage drinking at Patches Tavern.  Deputy Sondreal explained that the following incidences have occurred:

· March 2, 2006 a bar check with Dept. of Revenue was done at Patches.  Underage drinking was specifically discussed with Mr. Hollis as well as ways to spot underage patrons.

· April 7 and May 13, 2006 deputies did bar checks at Patches and found underage individuals in the bar both times.  Citations against the patrons were issued.

· Anonymous complaints have been phoned into the Sheriff’s Dept. complaining that underage persons are being served at Patches.

Town Patrolman Randy Scott commented that there is always a lot of beer cans and bottles as well as other trash along the road sides around Patches.

Chairman Derr asked Attorney Hazelbaker for his recommendation given this information. Attorney Hazelbaker recommended issuing Mr. Hollis a notice of non-renewal due to his lack of responsibility in the operation of his business.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve all renewals submitted except that of Patches Tavern, 6925 Elder Lane.  Motion carried.

Grove then moved to give Mr. Hollis a notice of non-renewal.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.  Attorney Hazelbaker explained that a notice will be sent to Mr. Hollis stating the basis for non-renewal and giving him the option of an evidentiary hearing before the Town Board.  

Public hearing on Adult Entertainment Tavern License application:

Dulin moved, Grove seconded to approve the Adult Entertainment Tavern License for Club Bristol.  Motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn the liquor license portion of the meeting.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
Chairman Derr called the Town Board portion of the meeting to order at 7:25 p.m.

Public comment:

Annie Tremaine expressed concerns about the Wingra Quarry on Mile Road. Attorney Hazelbaker will inform the Town of Windsor or these complaints.

Randy Scott said that some of his neighbors are upset about the Town Burning Ordinance and thinks that an amendment should be considered to allow people to burn if their neighbors sign an agreement.
Review and consider a claim for damages to a vehicle by Jeff Town, 2779 Northwynde Passage.

Mr. Town’s vehicle was damaged when he backed into his fire number sign which he said the Town installed too close to his driveway.

Attorney Hazelbaker said the Town has no liability in this case since Mr. Town knew the sign was there and had been there for several years.  He recommended denying the claim.  

Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to deny the claim.  Motion carried.

Review and consider the final plat for The Gardens of Bristol, Sec. 30 by Don Tierney.

Surveyor Dan Birrenkott reviewed the revisions made to the plat map.

Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the final plat of The Gardens of Bristol with the list of 22 conditions recommended by legal counsel.  Motion carried.

Reviw and consider options for allocating lots for new development under the revised Smart Growth Land Use Plan.

After discussion, Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the following lot allocation plan:

Review and consider securing a loan for a new fire truck and related turnout gear.

The 2006 Town budget includes a $45,000 loan for our share of the new pumper/tanker.

Grove moved to approve a 3 year note for $45,000 at 5% interest offered by the Bank of Sun Prairie.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution creating a Capital Area Regional Planning Organization.

This organization would replace the former RPC but is set up to be a lot more accountable to those it serves.  The Dane County Towns Association supports this resolution.

Grove moved to approve the resolution calling for a Capital Area Regional Planning Organization.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was given.

Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.
