Town Board Meeting 

May 14, 2007

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the April 9, 2007 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:

Susan Sewell from the Columbus School District discussed the upcoming Columbus School Referendum election to be held on June 12, 2007 and answered questions.

Chairman Derr gave an update on the Cooperative Planning Process with the City of Sun Prairie.  Meetings have resumed with another scheduled on May 25, 2007.  Draft map and text documents are currently being prepared.

Open Sealed Bids for Road Seal Coating and Wedging.

Seal Coating – 2 bids received.

Scott Construction

$10,075/mile for seal coat with pea gravel

Fahrner Asphalt

$10,189/mile for seal coat with pea gravel

Wedging – 2 bids received.

Scott Construction

$49.50/ton for cold mix wedging

Payne & Dolan

$51.85/ton for hot mix wedging

Review and consider bids for road seal coating and wedging.

Supervisor Grove moved to accept the bid from Scott Construction for cold mix wedging at $49.50/ton.  Supervisor Templeton seconded.   Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved to accept the proposal from Scott Construction for road seal coating at $10,075/mile.  Supervisor Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.  

Review Plan Commission member terms and take any action necessary for the 2007 – 2008 term.

After discussion regarding the current Plan Commission member terms, Chairman Derr recommended the following:

· Len Ringlestetter remain as the Chairman of the Plan Commission.  
· Dave Templeton serve as the Town Board representative of the Plan Commission with a term from May 2007 – May 2009 which coincides with the election cycle for Town Board members.

· The other Plan Commission members will serve staggered terms with two members up for renewal each year in May according to the following schedule:

· Bob Faber – to come up for renewal in May 2008

· Owen Schwerdtfeger – up for renewal in May 2008

· Len Ringelstetter – up for renewal in May 2009

· Monica Riege – up for renewal in May 2009

· Duane Gau – up for renewal in May 2010

· Sandra Dulin – up for renewal in May 2010

Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve the Plan Commission Chairmanship and member terms as recommended by Chairman Derr.  Motion carried.

Review and consider corrected draft of the Land Use Plan Map.

Corrections have been made to the map to be consistent with the text of the Comprehensive Smart Growth Plan.  Templeton moved to approve the corrected map.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Chairman Derr explained that there is an open Class B license, but that any applicant must be able to pass a background check to qualify. Chairman Derr, told him that the fee is for publishing and meeting costs and that it is non-refundable regardless of the outcome of the application.
