Annual Town Meeting

April 11, 2007

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the 2006 annual meeting were read.  Richard Renk moved to approve as written.  Len Ringelstetter seconded.  Motion carried.

Chairman Derr then presented special recognition awards to Richard Renk for his 25 years of service on the Town of Bristol Plan Commission and to Sandy Dulin for her service as a Town Supervisor and Plan Commissioner.

Sandy Klister reviewed the 2006 Town financial report and answered questions from those attending.

Chairman Derr then presented a $2000 check from the Town Of Bristol to the VFW for the Veterans Memorial.

Fire Unit Report:

Cost will be approximately the same for 2007 as in 2006 - $63,000.  There has been an increase in the number of calls of service in Bristol.

EMS:

We will again contract with the City of Sun Prairie for service.  While we haven’t received the final numbers, we expect to pay about the same as last year which was $54,000.

Police Report:

Deputy Veto and Deputy Sondreal were in attendance.  Deputy Veto gave a report on the number of calls for all deputies in Bristol – 919 in 2006.  Deputy Veto has been working under contract for extra traffic enforcement in Bristol and wrote 235 citations in 2006 that were handled through the community court.

We will continue to contract for additional Sheriff’s Department Services in 2007.  We now pay for 25% of the contract for Deputy Veto’s time.  The Town of Burke pays for 50% and the Town of Westport has the other 25%.

Public works:

Roads:  We plan to do chip sealing on 6-7 miles of roads in 2007 depending on the price per mile.

Parks:   The Parks Committee plans to meet with residents to get input on additional development at the Fox Hill Park.  More play equipment is here and will be installed at the Pearl Court park this summer.  Long term planning has begun to develop a series of bike trails in the Town that will eventually connect to those in the City of Sun Prairie.

Recycling:  The Town finished its first year with the recycle center permits in 2006.  Permit fees raised over $30,000 and offset one half the cost of operating the center.

Colonial Club:
No representative from the Colonial Club was able to attend the meeting.  No action was taken as it was decided that the recommendation for the 2008 Colonial Club donation should be addressed at the fall budget meeting.

Town Borrowing Authority:

Duane Gau moved to renew the Town’s borrowing authority.  Len Ringelstetter seconded.  Motion carried.

Cooperative Planning:

Chairman Derr gave an update on the Cooperative Planning Process with the City of Sun Prairie.

Other Business:

Muller Road Bridge project – design will be done in 2008 with construction in 2009.
