Town Board Meeting

April 9, 2007

The group is looking for financial support for the project as well as volunteer labor to help with the actual construction in September.

Chairman Derr suggested referring this issue to the Parks Committee for further discussion.

Review and consider an estimate for crack filling services on Town roads.
