Planning Commission Meeting

February 26, 2007

Plan Commission Chairman Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present:  Ringelstetter, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Riege, Templeton.   Absent:  Schwerdtfeger.

Chairman Ringelstetter introduced Monica Riege who is taking the place vacated by Richard Renk on the Plan Commission.

Gau moved, Faber seconded, to approve the minutes of the December 18, 2006 meeting with the following correction:  In paragraph 5, there are two seconds to the motion, both by Gau.  One will be deleted.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none.

Review and consider a concept plan for a rezone of 2.5 acres at the intersection of Elder Lane, Twin Lane Road and US Hwy 151, Sec. 14, from A-1 to C-2 to accommodate a Lawn Care business by Don Juetten of Evergreen Lawn Care.
Mr. Juetten explained his plans for storing his lawn care equipment and supplies at this location.  After discussion, it was determined that an LC-1 zoning would be appropriate for this type of business and would meet Mr. Juetten’s current needs.
There were concerns regarding the need for a wetland delineation of this site and questions regarding storage of contractor’s equipment under the LC-1 section.  Gau moved to postpone the concept plan to a future meeting to allow time to get clarification of the specifics of LC-1 zoning from Dane County and to allow Mr. Juetten to work on getting a wetland delineation.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Gau moved, Ringelstetter seconded, to consider agenda items 5, 6 and 7 together since they are all related.  Motion carried.
· Review and consider recommending a waiver of the Comprehensive Land Use Plan to allow a CSM Land Division splitting a house and 12.44 acres off a 23 acre parcel at 7266 County Road VV, Sec. 13, to accommodate a commercial use at that location.

· Review and consider a CSM dividing a house and 12.44 acres off a 23 acre parcel at 7266 County Road BB, Sec. 13, by Bomkamp Investments.

· Review and consider a rezone request for 10.56 acres from A-1 to C-1 at 7266 County Road VV, Sec. 13, by Bomkamp Investments.

A phone call was placed to Town Attorney Hazelbaker regarding the issue of dividing this parcel since it is less than 35 acres and is located outside the growth and development area.  Per Attorney Hazelbaker, no waiver of the Comprehensive Plan would be needed to divide the parcel since no residential building site is being created.  He did recommend placing a deed restriction on Lot 1 prohibiting it from being rezoned back to A-1 for residential use.
Templeton moved to approve the CSM land division creating Lots 1 and 2.  Gau seconded.  Motion carried.

Gau then pointed out that the Town Comprehensive Land Use Plan map does not designate this parcel as a commercial development zone.  This would require an amendment to the Land Use Plan.  
Templeton moved to approve the rezone of Lot 1 from A-1 to C-1 with the following conditions:
· Lot 1 to be deed restricted allowing no further splits and no residential use.

· Subject to amendment of the Comprehensive Plan to allow commercial development at that location.

· Only the following C-1 uses to be permitted on the parcel (per Dane County Code of Ordinances section 10.13(1):

· (a) Retail and service uses.

· (d) Medical, dental and veterinary clinics.

· (e) Banks, offices, office buildings.

· (f) Utility services.

· (h) Bakeries, printing plants, laundries, dry cleaners.

· (j) Rental businesses.

· (k) Bicycle sales and services.

· (l) Rental businesses.

· (m) Experimental labs not to exceed 5000 square feet.

Ringelstetter seconded.  Motion carried.
Review the site plan for the rezone request by Bomkamp Investments for compatibility with the Town of Bristol Commercial Design Review standards.
No action taken on this item. 
Review, discuss and make possible recommendations to the preliminary FEMA flood plain maps of the Town of Bristol provided by Dane County Planning and Development.
Flood Plain maps were reviewed by the Plan Commissioners.   Dan Birrenkott was in attendance at the meeting and expressed concerns about the maps.  He explained that the Township is in an unstudied area and that the maps are not based on actual data.  Homeowners that are put in floodplains based on these maps will have much higher insurance premiums and cannot get out of the flood plain area unless they hire a private engineer to do a flood study.  He is asking the Town to send back the maps and ask for revisions based on actual data with determined flood elevations.
Gau moved that the Plan Commission recommend to the Town Board that we take appropriate action to communicate that the maps do not serve the interests of the Town of Bristol and ask for a study of the area.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried.

Templeton moved to adjourn. Faber seconded.  Meeting ended at 9:50 p.m.
