Town Board Meeting

February 9, 2009

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:50 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the January 12, 2009 meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:

Dane County Deputy Seeley reported that there were 69 calls in Bristol in January.

Rural Insurance Presentation:

Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to postpone this item to the March meeting at the request of John Selje, Rural Insurance.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request for a five acre CSM land division for a building site on a 40-acre parcel located on Bristol Road, Sec. 2 by David Derr.
The Plan Commission recommended approval of this request.  Templeton moved to approve the CSM with the condition that there be a deed restriction limiting the parcel to one animal unit per acre and that there be no additional splits allowed on this 40 acre parcel.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request for an exemption to the requirements of the Outdoor Furnace Ordinance by Don Aden, 2715 Vinburn Road, Sec. 19.
Mr. Aden ordered an outdoor wood burning furnace in August 2008 but did not receive it until the end of December after the town ordinance had been put into effect.  He asked for an exemption to the ordinance since it was ordered prior to the effective date although he had not applied for a town building permit for the unit at that time.  The unit he purchased does meet the EPA Phase I guidelines as required in the ordinance.  He feels that not being allowed to install it would pose a financial hardship.
Neighbors of Mr. Aden, John and Brenda Dahlen, were in attendance and spoke against the exemption stating health concerns from smoke.

After much discussion, Grove moved to deny the exemption request.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider issuing bartender licenses for Sheila Frohmader, Jeffrey Harms, Carla Johnson, Jennifer Notstad and Tim Kilian.
Background checks revealed nothing of concern for any of these individuals.  Templeton moved to approve the bartending licenses for all five applicants.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Confirmation of Supervisor Grove as the Bristol representative to the Northeast Community Court Commission.

Templeton moved to approve Supervisor Grove as the Bristol representative to the NECC.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report 

Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to approve the treasurer’s report as presented. Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Future Meetings/Agendas:
At this point, the Plan Commission members joined the Town Board for a discussion of future plans.  After considering whether to resume working on a neighborhood plan for the subdivision area, it was decided that the Plan Commission should meet with the Parks Committee since they are working on ways to develop bike/walking paths for an eventual connection to the City of Sun Prairie which is part of an overall neighborhood plan.  Sandy Klister will work on scheduling a joint meeting in the next month.

The next Town Board meeting will be held on March 9, 2009.

Templeton moved to adjourn.  Grove seconded.  Meeting ended at 9:15 p.m.
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
