Liquor License Review and Town Board Meeting

June 8, 2009

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Minutes of the May 11, and May 28, 2009 meetings were read.  Grove moved to approve as written, Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Deputy Block reported that there will be a meeting on road weight limits at the Vienna Town Hall on June 17th presented by the Sheriff’s Department.

Public Hearing was opened to discuss 2009 Liquor License renewals.  The following issue regarding the Cornerstone Bar renewal was discussed:

· Irma Smith submitted the renewal application in her name only.  This would be a new application since the license is currently held by the Cornerstone Bar & Grill LLC, Jeff Schaefer agent.

· Mr. Schaefer either has to request renewal, or a new agent for the LLC must be designated.

Supervisor Templeton moved to postpone the renewal of the Cornerstone Bar liquor license pending additional information from Ms. Smith and Mr. Schaefer.  A second hearing will be held on Monday, June 29th at 6 p.m. for further consideration.  Supervisor Grove seconded. Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve the Class B renewal applications of the following establishments:  Bristol Quik Mart, Midway Bar, North Bristol Sportsmen Club, Gerk’s Junction, Sun Prairie Golf Course Inc and Club Bristol.  Supervisor Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Public hearing on Adult Entertainment Tavern license renewal was then opened.  There was no public comment.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to renew the Adult Entertainment Tavern license for Club Bristol.  Motion carried.

Review and consider issuing bartender licenses for Michael Beckwith and Tammy Selk, North Bristol Sportsmen Club.
Background checks on both individuals showed nothing of concern.  Templeton moved to grant the bartending licenses for both applicants.  Grove seconded. Motion carried.

Review and consider appointments to the Plan Commission for Dave Templeton, Len Ringlestetter and Monica Riege whose terms are expiring.

Grove moved, Derr seconded to extend the terms for all three Plan Commission members.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment #1, 2009-2010, amending the Dane County Code of Ordinances regarding permitted signage.

Templeton moved, Grove seconded to approve ordinance amendment #1.  Motion carried.

Review and consider adopting the revised Fire Protection Code Ordinance.
Grove moved to postpone, Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Designate 2009-2010 Town financial depositories.
Templeton moved to designate the Bank of Sun Prairie and the State Trust Fund as the 2009-2010 Town Financial Depositories.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve the treasurer’s report and to audit and pay bills.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
