Town Board Meeting

July 13, 2009

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the June 8 and June 29, 2009 meetings were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Templeton seconded. Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Review and consider the final CSM for a land division of approximately 5 acres on Bristol Road, Sec. 2 by David R. Derr.
This final CSM contains a technical lot line correction required by Dane County due to road right of way requirements.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve the final CSM.  Motion carried.
Review and consider entering into the Mutual Aid Box Alarm System Agreement to allow the coordination of mutual aid for emergency responses provided by the Sun Prairie Volunteer Fire Department.
Draft agreement was provided by the fire department.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve.  Motion carried.
Review and consider issuing a bartender license to Russell Schultz.
Background check showed nothing of concern.  Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to approve. Motion carried.

Review and consider a quote from Payne & Dolan for base patching on Wilburn Road.

Payne & Dolan gave a price of $46.35/cubic yard (approx. 235 c.y.) for digging out and patching Wilburn Road.  Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Review and consider refunding a portion of 2008 real estate taxes paid by Don Tierney on parcels erroneously classified as residential rather than agricultural by Gardiner Appraisal Services.

Many of the parcels in the Bristol Gardens subdivision were incorrectly assessed as residential when they were still being farmed and should be classified as ag use.  This resulted in an overcharge to the Tierney’s in the amount of $59,383.  The State Department of Revenue requires that we show we refunded the money in order to start the refund process.  The Town will receive the refunds from the other taxing jurisdictions next February.
Templeton moved to refund $59,383 to the Tierney’s prior to the October 1, 2009 deadline.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider approval of a Relocation Order to properly establish the boundaries of the Muller Road Bridge replacement project.
Grove moved to approve the Relocation Order, Templeton seconded, motion carried.
Move to closed session to discuss compensation for easement rights needed to facilitate the Muller Road Bridge replacement as permitted under WI Stats. 19.85(1)(e).
