Town Board Meeting

August 10, 2009

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the previous meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:  Deputy Block reported that compliance checks had been done on all taverns in Bristol and that no incidences of underage selling occurred.  There were 83 calls for service in July, including 6 thefts.

Doug Tjugum asked a question regarding the Working Lands Initiative.  Chairman Derr said that the Dane County Towns Association will be doing some education programs after the details of the program have been determined.

Rowan Hollis, Irma Smith and Dave Haase from the Cornerstone Bar were in attendance.  They had questions regarding a change of agent for the business.

Jerry Wood from Club Bristol discussed the issues surrounding the block wall that was constructed as a smoking room on the north side of the building.

Public Hearing on the proposed Fire Protection Ordinance.  No public comment was presented.

Review and consider adopting the Fire Protection Code Ordinance.

Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to adopt the Fire Protection Code.  Motion carried.

Review and consider issuing bartender licenses to the following: Caitlin Coughlin, Theresa Bell (Bristol Quik Mart), Kristie Dinger (Cornerstone Bar), Richard Malsch and Theresa Malsch (North Bristol Sportsmen Club).
Background checks of these individuals showed no felony convictions or items of concern.  Grove moved to approve bartender licenses for all the applicants.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Sub. 1 to Ordinance Amendment 1, 2009-2010 Amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances regarding permitted signage.
Templeton moved to approve the amendment.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Set open burning dates for fall 2009.

After discussion, fall burn dates were set as follows:  October 22-25, November 5-8 and 19-22 and December 3-6.  Grove moved to approve, Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a quote to replace the Town of Bristol sign by Main Street Lettering.
Main Street Lettering in Marshall gave a quote of $191 for a new sign made of 3M laminate.  Having them install it on a weatherproof board for installation would be extra.  Grove moved to accept the estimate from Main Street Lettering.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Grove then moved to audit and pay bills presented.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
