Town Board Meeting

September 14, 2009

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisor Grove.  Absent: Supervisor Templeton.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the August 10, 2009 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Derr seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Kim Elton from the Bristol Gardens subdivision spoke about her concerns regarding vandalism and loitering at the Bristol Gardens park.  We will ask Deputy Block to contact her regarding these concerns.

Review and consider a CSM Land Division of 1.93 acres (including existing house) off a 21 acre parcel located at 3042 Vinburn Road, Sec. 18 by John and Patricia Wende.
Grove moved to approve on the condition that a surveyor’s note be placed on the CSM indicating that Town approval will be needed for road access on the lot directly to the east of the home site.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a rezone of a 2.01 acre parcel from A-1 to RH-1 to accommodate horses at 2663 Happy Valley Road, Sec. 29, by Jason and Kelly Mikula.
Grove moved to approve the rezone request with the condition of 1 animal unit per acre.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and discuss options for Town snow plowing for the 2009-2010 winter season.

We can keep the snow plowing in house at a more cost effective rate than contracting out provided we can find two drivers that have CDLs and are willing and able to plow for every snow event until all roads are cleared.  Lonn will check with some qualified individuals to see if they are interested.   We will discuss again at the October meeting.
Review and consider renewing the Town membership in the Thrive organization.
Grove moved to postpone to a future agenda.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider applications for bartender licenses for the following:  Steven Wagner, Bristol Quik Mart, Casey Easley, Club Bristol, Danielle McVeigh, Cornerstone Bar and Thomas Seasor, North Bristol Sportsmen Club.
Background checks showed nothing of concern for these individuals.  Grove moved, Derr seconded to approve all.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a quote for a computer backup system from JComp Technologies.
At Clerk’s request, Grove moved to postpone this item.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider ordinance amendment 16, amending chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, regarding preservation of topography near property lines.
This amendment would prevent land owners from changing the existing grade of their lots thus disturbing the water flow patterns originally intended.  Derr moved, Grove seconded, to approve Ordinance Amendment 16.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to approve. Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Derr moved to audit and pay bills presented.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
