Town Board Meeting

January 11, 2010

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the December 14, 2009 meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as written, Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Discussion regarding house rebuilding plans at 2701 CTH V, Sec. 4, by Justin Sugden.
The location that Mr. Sugden’s house was on is zoned C-2.  The home was destroyed by fire and he wants to rebuild.  A single family residence for the owner of a business on C-2 property is a permitted use.  Chairman Derr directed Mr. Sugden to contact the Town Building Inspector regarding rebuilding plans and permits.

Mr. Sugden then asked about the possibility of building another shop on the parcel.  He was told to contact Dane County Zoning Inspector Russ Bartlett to obtain more information on requirements for that type of project.

Review and consider administrative procedure to be used for the Russet Road Bridge reconstruction project.

The Russet Road Bridge is on the list for reconstruction in 2012 or 2013.  Since it is a small project, the Town can send letters to selected contractors and ask for letters of interest and qualifications.  The Board can make a selection without the need to have the candidates come in for interviews.

Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to send letters to the three firms which interviewed for the Muller Road Bridge replacement project.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution regarding the Department of Revenue proposal to change from municipal assessment to county assessment of real estate and personal property.

There are multiple problems with the idea to switch to county assessment of property.  The Wisconsin Towns Association has a proposed resolution stating objection to this proposal.  Templeton moved to adopt the resolution rejecting county assessment of property.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Regional Transit Authority (RTA) proposals.

Proposals are not yet ready for review.  Templeton moved to postpone.  Grove seconded, motion carried.
Discussion on amendments to the open burning ordinance proposed by the Sun Prairie Volunteer Fire Department.
Grove moved to postpone this item.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a bartender license for Julie Schlais, Veek’s Pub.
Templeton moved to approve the application for a bartender license.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a claim against the Town for damage to a mailbox by Mark Clemons, 2994 Egre Road.
Mr. Clemons’ mailbox was hit by a Town snowplow.  He presented an invoice for replacement.  Grove moved to approve the claim.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 44 amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances Creating a Planned Unit Development District.

Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded. Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 45 amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances Creating Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) Zoning Districts.

This is a voluntary program.  Templeton moved to approve, Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 46 amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances Regarding Copy Area of Signs.

Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.   Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved, Grove seconded to approve.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
