Plan Commission Meeting

March 8, 2010

Plan Commissioner Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:10 p.m.  Present: Ringelstetter, Dulin, Gau, Faber, Templeton.  Absent: Riege, Schwertfeger.

Minutes of the February 8, 2010 meeting were read.  Gau moved, Faber seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment: Town Chairman Derr explained that there is an item on the Town Board agenda to look at a proposal for a consultant to assist in developing a neighborhood plan.

 Review and consider a request to rezone 1 acre of a 38.4 acre parcel from A-1 to A-B to accommodate an agricultural equipment and small outdoor power equipment repair shop out of the existing farm shop at 1706 County Road V, Sec. 1, by Tom Miller, R&G Miller & Sons.

Tom Miller from R& G Miller & Sons is requesting to rezone approximately 1 acre of the farm which houses the repair shop to allow him to operate an equipment repair business.  Around 70% of the business would come from the current farm operation, but he’d also take in other equipment repair jobs from the surrounding area.  It would include repairs of farm equipment, small engine and lawn and garden equipment.   He has no plans to hire additional employees for at least the first year.
Gau moved to approve the rezone request to A-B conditioned on a deed restriction limiting use to: sales, service and repair of machinery and equipment used in farming (Dane Co. Ord. 12/121(2)(a) and sales, service and repair of lawn and garden equipment (Dane Co. Ord. 10.121 (2)(e). Additionally, outside storage and sales activities are to occur on the north side of the shop.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn.  Templeton seconded.  Meeting ended at 6:30 p.m.
