Town Board Meeting

March 8, 2010

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the February 8,  2010 meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Public Comment:  Brian Cooke from Alliant Energy presented information regarding a future substation planned along Norway Road.    At this time, Alliant is discussing a 5 acre land purchase with Joe Kaltenberg  for this purpose as their analysis has shown that this is the most preferable site in the area.  After a purchase agreement is reached, Alliant will come back to the Town with a CSM and rezone request.

Kris Kellelhon owns a property adjoining the proposed substation and voiced concerns regarding the possible environmental and health impacts of a substation as well as the possible impact to her property value.

Review and consider a request to rezone 1 acre of a 38.4 acre parcel from A-1 to A-B to accommodate an agricultural equipment and small outdoor power equipment repair shop out of the existing farm shop at 1706 County Road V, Sec. 1, by Tom Miller, R&G Miller & Sons.
Tom Miller is requesting a rezone to enable him to run a mechanical repair shop from the farm.  He will repair their own machinery as well as taking in work from others.  The Plan Commission approved the request with the condition that only sales and service of farm machinery and lawn and garden equipment be allowed.
Templeton moved to approve the rezone.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider options regarding the operation of the Bristol Recycle Center

Vern Bedner, recycle attendant, passed away in February.  Marie Bedner and her children are willing to continue running the recycle center for the remainder of the year.

Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to continue running the recycle center with the Bedner family until the end of the year.  We will discuss the issue further at budget time this fall.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a proposal by Associated Appraisals to put town assessment data on the assessor’s website.
Associated Appraisals had Bristol data on their website until recently when the software company they use began charging 1.5cents per parcel for the ability to post the information on the website.  Residents have been calling looking for this data since it was taken off the internet.  Associated will reload the data at a cost of $400 per year (billed monthly) if we choose.

Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to have the data put back on the Assocated website. Motion carried.

Review and consider proposals for park and cemetery mowing services for 2010.

Proposals were submitted by 3 firms:  Sun Prairie Lawn Care, Evergreen Lawn Care and Manthe Lawn Care.  Templeton moved to postpone this item to allow more time for analysis.  Grove seconded. Motion carried.

Review and consider an estimate for consultant services to assist the Town in developing a Neighborhood Plan for the residential areas of the Town.

Crispell Snyder provided a plan and an estimate for approximately $23.000 to develop a neighborhood plan.  Grove moved to postpone the item until April.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Set open burning dates for spring 2010.

The open burning dates are: April 8-11 and 22-25 and May 6-9 and 20-23.  Grove moved to approve, Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider open burning permit procedure for 2010.
Chairman Derr checked with Fire Chief Knaus who said that the fire department is still in favor of written permits for burning.

Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to leave the current procedures for open burning in place.  Motion carried.

Review and consider adopting the State Equipment Rate for 2010.

Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to adopt the State Equipment Rates for this year.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 45, Amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, Creating Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) Zoning Districts.

Grove moved to approve, Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was read.  Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
